Underwriting

The underwriters have reserved for sale at the initial public offering price up to 210,000 shares of the common stock for
employees, directors and other persons associated with us who have expressed an interest in purchasing common stock
in the offering. The sales will be made by RBC Capital Markets, LLC through a reserved share program. The number of
shares available for sale to the general public in the offering will be reduced to the extent these persons purchase the
reserved shares.

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HOW BIG IS THIS DEAL?

The larger the offering, the more shares available for
allocation. Keep in mind, the shares are split between
institutional and retail clients. A typical split is 0/10, in
favor of institutional clients.
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WHAT IS THE DEAL TYPE?

Initial public offerings are more popular among investors
than follow-on or secondary offerings which take place
following a company's IPO; therefore, demand for an IPO
normally outweighs supply making it more difficult to
receive an allocation.
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HOW MANY BANKS ARE INVOLVED?

In preparation for issuing their IPO, a company works with an
underwriter, usually an investment bank, to buy their stock for
example, and then sells it to the public through brokerage firms.
When looking at an IPO, the more banks that are listed means
the more bookrunners and co-managers involved competing for
shares which ultimately depletes the number of shares available
for retail clients.
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WHAT IMPACTS HOW A BANK'S LISTED IN THE RED
HERRING?

Order and font size of the bank name matter! From largest to
smallest, banks are arranged from the top left to the bottom
right corner. Additionally, the font size decreases. The lead
bookrunner listed in the top left usually has the highest
economics and most control of the offering, both of which
subsequently decrease down the list of banks.
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IS A DIRECTED SHARE PLAN PART OF THE DEAL?

In some cases, an IPO issuer may choose to direct a significant
allocation of shares to existing investors, customers, or "friends"
of the company. This is called a directed share plan. When this
happens, it typically reduces the number of shares available to
retail investors. Review the Underwriting section of the
prospectus to determine if a DSP is part of the deal and if so, the
percentage of reserved shares.
